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1.0 Introduction

1.1 Background Information

The Town of Renfrew retained Trow Associates Inc. to undertake the development charges
(D.C.) study process. On October 24, 1991, the Town enacted By-law 54-91 that set out a
development charge. This By-law was amended by By-law 38-97 and established a development
charge of $1,070.00 per dwelling unit for permitted residential uses, including: single family
dwelling, rowhouse or townhouse dwelling, multiple attached dwelling, duplex dwelling or
apartment dwelling.

In 1999 a new background study and By-law was prepared in accordance with the new
Development Charges Act.

On August 31, 1999, Council passed a new By-law and chose to re-impose the existing
development charge of $1,070.00. This By-law expires on August 31, 2004. Therefore, a new
Development Charges By-law is recommended to be passed by Town Council prior to this
expiry date.

The new By-law is based upon the proposed development charges background study contained
in this report.

This Development Charges Background Study will be available to members of the public in
order to provide interested parties with sufficient background information on the legislation, the
study’s recommendations and an outline of the basis for these recommendations.

A public meeting is required under the Act to enable the public to understand, in general terms,
the development charges proposal and to solicit public input. This meeting requires at least 20
days notice in accordance with the Regulations outlined in the Act and is intended to explain the
Study’s purpose, methodology and proposed modification to the Town’s existing Development
Charges By-law.

On August 16, 2004, the Town of Renfrew will conduct a Public Meeting to gain input prior to
finalization of the background report and preparation of the By-law. The final development
charges study report will ultimately consider comments received prior to or immediately
following the public meeting in written form.

The process to be followed in finalizing the report and recommendations includes:

* Consideration of responses received prior to, at or immediately following the Public
Meeting;

* Finalization of the background study report and Council consideration of the By-law on
August 31, 2004.
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
